Summer Reading Project
Choose one of your summer reading books and complete the project of your choice by August 27, 2010.  Collages and collection boxes must creatively display the title of the book, the author of the book, the main character’s name, and your name.  Use the guidelines below to create your project.
Collage: Draw or cut out pictures to represent the following categories about your book.  Your collage must have at least ten pictures and be accompanied by a “key” explaining the category represented and the significance of each picture in 2-3 sentences.  Use at least five of the following categories when selecting pictures for your collage:  
· Setting

· Conflict

· Resolution

· Character traits

· Souvenir/ memento/keepsake that the main character would have saved.  These objects should reflect events in the story.

· Things the character most needs or wants

· An ordinary object that represents the book in some way
· Pictures of family and friends

Collection Box: Place items in a box to represent the following categories about your book.  Your collection box must contain at least ten items.  Complete an identification tag for each item in your box with a 2-3 sentence explanation; be sure to tell which category the item demonstrates.  Attach the identification tags with string or yarn.  Use at least five of the following categories when selecting items for your collection box:  
· Setting

· Conflict

· Resolution

· Character traits

· Souvenir/ memento/keepsake that the main character would have saved.  These objects should reflect events in the story.
· Things the character most needs or wants
· An ordinary object that represents the book in some way

· Create a costume and dress a doll or stuffed animal as a favorite character
